PLACE OF WORK: The selected candidates are expected to work in Western
Regional Centre, Pune or any other regional centre. He/She will be required to
undertake extensive travel to various regions, including, Sikkim, North Bengal, and
Arunachal Pradesh, as well as other locations as per the project needs. Travel
assignments may also involve extensive field trips to remote localities of the EH.

PROJECT OBJECTIVES:

The selected candidates are expected to do field survey in all the three Eastern
Himalayan states extensively and work on curation of biodiversity information from
various literatures, herbarium specimens. Candidates with sound knowledge in the
plant taxonomy, herbarium preparation and fieldwork, knowledge on biodiversity
indices, ecological studies will be preferred. Therefore, candidates having all above
